A. Goals/Vision                                                                                     The goals of the yearbook committee were to: update, print and distribute the AZS Yearbook; research how other DKG northeastern states publish their yearbooks; compile the information needed to publish the annual convention program and send it to print.  
B. Actions/Accomplishments                                                           The yearbook committee surveyed the northeast states and shared the information with the state yearbook committee. The committee unanimously endorsed a recommendation that would result in an electronic dissemination only from AZS. The motion was brought to the members at the AZS 2014 Convention and approved. Subsequently, the 2014-2015 AZS Yearbook was successfully disseminated to all chapters and posted in a password-protected section of the AZS website.                                                                                          The committee was requested, by the state president, to compile the information for the convention program and publish the program for the AZS Conventions. Reports from outgoing chapter presidents, reports from state committee chairs, and other pertinent AZS and convention information was compiled and published as requested.
